The king should never disregard virtue and wealth and always lead
his lifestyle according to Dharmasastra. According to Kautilya, King’s most important tool is
Dandaniti. If the king is unable to punish the criminals the state would be in anarchy. The theory of
Matsya-Nyaya, a science of modern politics, was accepted by him. A King cannot rule the state all by
himself. He must depend on his ministers. So, Kautilya specified the duties of the Council of
Ministers. They would advise the king according to Rajadharma. Kautilya gave a special emphasis on
the spy system. According to him the security of a King is most essential and it should be strictly
maintained. Taxation is another essential part of governance. At that time the main source of tax
revenue was agriculture. One sixth of the share was prescribed as a tax, but in case of a financial crisis
the state could collect the levy tax up to one-fourth of the share. Basically, Kautilya’s Arthasastra was
formed for the primary utility of the administration. This paper aims to discuss about Kautilya and his
theory of kingship.

To tittivate the conditions of transgender individuals and afford them suitable legal
acknowledgement and safeguard, India has introduced the Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights)
Act 2019 which come into force in January 2020. This new law was in the beginning judged as a
welcoming progress for India as thee Act proscribes discrimination against transgender people,
delivers for several procedures to defend them, and imparts upon them the scope to change their name




on their birth certificate and other identity documents. In the case of NALSA v. Union of India, the
Supreme Court conceded the transgender people as "third gender". Further, part of Section 377 of the
Indian Penal Code of 1860 was decriminalized which banned consensual sexual relations between
homosexual couples in the case of Navtej Singh Johar v. Union of India. This directed to the
conscripting of Transgender Act, 2019 which was in due course passed and received the approbation of
the President.

Mother’s education
is shown to reduce the effect of inclination toward sons and to lessen the bias against daughters. A
multi-level analysis of data on 610,000 households from NFHS-5 are used to test the impact of son
preference and context on the gender differential in education in India. The results show girls are at a
greater educational disadvantage and career limitations compared to their brothers, in families with
bias toward sons. While most studies at present, focusing solely on gender discrimination, overlook the
complex intersections of caste, religion, ethnicity, and socio-economic status, this article on the other
hand, focuses on the gender gap in education and employment among females by the gender disparity
index and analyses the enrolment and employment ratios of daughters based on the latest NFHS data,
discussing the issues in the context of the hierarchical order of Indian society.

In the essay
“Travelling Theory” Said states that like people and schools of criticism, ideas and theories travel—
from person to person, from situation to situation. from one period to another. This travelling of ideas,
concepts and theories has a beneficial effect on society. Said points out that there is a discernible and
recurrent pattern to the movement itself, which is characterized by three or four stages that are
common to the way that any theory or idea travels. The ideas of Said can be applied to the travelling of
Vaishnavite religion and philosophy from the mainland India to the areas that is known as medieval
Assam where the great 15+ century Assamese preacher, philosopher, litterateur, playwright and actor
Sankardeva propagated Fksarana Harinama Dharma. The origin of Sankardeva’s philosophy may be
traced back to the rise and development of Vaishnavism in the Indian subcontinent. His Eksarana
Harinama Dharma was the outcome of his in-depth study of the Vedas, the Upanishadas, the classical
Indian epics, the Bhagavadagita and the Srimad-bhagavatpurana. The philosophic basis of
Sankardeva was the Bhagavata Purana, but its theistic line was derived from the Vedanta.and, at the
same time, Eksarana Harinama Dharma had a strong similarity with the philosophy of the Bhakti
movements of North India that emphasized on the worship of Vishnu or his incarnations of Rama and
Krishna as well as the contemporary Vaishnavism of South India. An analysis of Sankardeva’s
philosophic concepts testifies to the fact that the ideas put forward by Edward Said in his essay
“Travelling Theory” can be appropriated for explaining the philosophy of Vaishnavism that became
quite popular in Assam during the fifteenth century.

This phase also included the aesthetic quality of sports, the experiences of
practitioners and spectators, and the relationship between sports and art. The players must commit to
playing the game according to the rules, as sports touches the "everlasting and unchangeable world of
ideas." Paul Weiss, credited with resuscitating interest in the philosophy of sports, emphasized that
sports are not only about examining sports principles but also pertinent to all other fields.
